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When Parliament passes legislation there is often disagreement about how those laws will apply. The courts are responsible for deciding how law will be interpreted. 

Solicitors have to study the legislation passed by Parliament, and think about how it affects everyone in employment relationships. The special circumstances of different employment relationships can affect how the law is interpreted.  
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
